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About Africans Rising

Africans Rising is a global Pan-African movement of
people and organizations, working for unity, justice,
peace and dignity for all Africans wherever they live.
The Movement provides a space for progressive African
civil society leaders and groups engaged in various
civic struggles to convene, connect, collaborate, share
knowledge and build solidarity among people and
across issues. Africans Rising promotes citizens'
organizing and enables civic movements in their work
for social justice.
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About African Liberation Day (May 25) - History

African Liberation Week is an annual commemoration of the foundation of the Organisation of
African Unity on May 25, 1963. The day is recognized to promote unity and solidarity among African
people and states. It also is the anniversary of the launch of Africans Rising on May 25, 2017.
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First edition

The first-ever mobilisation took place
on May 25, 201/, when two thousand
volunteers, partners, supporters and
friends organised a total of 300 actions
& events in 42 countries on the African
continent and the Diaspora, to mark the
launch of the Africans Rising Movement.
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Past Yedrs

In the past years, Africans Rising movement and its
members have used the week of African Liberation Day
(May 25) to recognize issues of illicit financial flows,
slavery, and health. From 2023, the mobilisation has been
focused on amplifying the Borderless Africa campaign
while pushing other agendas on Climate, Economic,
Energy and International crises that affect the continent.

This Year

Borderless Africa, a free movement campaign is
a product of the All-African Movements
Assembly (AAMA) held from 29-31 August, 2022,
in Arusha, Tanzania. The goal of the campaign is
to achieve an Africa where Africans can move
around their own continent without the current
restrictions in place.

African Liberation Week 2024

The 2024 African Liberation will be celebrated under the
broad theme “A Borderless Africa for All Africans”. This
year's mobilisation is a continuation of last years
mobilisation and will be used to continue to push the vision
of an Africa where Africans can move around their own
continent without the current restrictions in place, for
better trade, integration and development.

Most importantly during this year’'s ALW Celebration, we will
host the Borderless Africa Convening from the 23rd to the
25th of May in Lusaka, Zambia. The Borderless Africa
Convening will bring together key stakeholders working on
free movement, to share their experiences, learn from
each other's efforts and restrategize on the best ways to
achieve this shared vision of a Borderless Africa.

A continent-wide “Borderless Africa March” will take place
on May 2bth across several countries in Africa to urge
more countries to ratify the African Union's protocol on free
movement and bring visibility to the Borderless Africa
campaign.
